Bowling has been a competitive sport for many years and has the unique ability to bring families together. 
The 8th edition of the Storm National Mixed Championships featuring the Festival of Bowling is again being held at the National Bowling Stadium in Reno, Nev., and looks to continue that theme as it presents the opportunity for families to compete together on bowling’s biggest stage. The Mixed Team event will be held every Thursday, Friday and Saturday at 6 p.m., while Mixed Doubles and Mixed Singles will take place every Thursday at 2 p.m. and every Friday, Saturday and Sunday at 10 a.m. and 2 p.m. Bowlers are encouraged to arrive in Reno a few days early to get settled in and enjoy the things Reno has to offer before hitting the lanes.
The Festival of Bowling allows bowlers to compete in Open Doubles, in which any combination of partners is allowed, while Open Singles is open to everyone. 
If meeting new people or just bowling with the family is more to your liking, the Adult/Youth Doubles provides an excellent opportunity for parents and grandparents to bowl with their children or grandchildren and enjoy the thrill of bowling together as a team, with the opportunity for prizes. One adult and one youth bowler are paired together to form a team, with youth bowlers receiving scholarship money through the USBC SMART program. 
Each individual may enter an event a maximum of three times. Mixed Doubles and Singles are the exceptions, however, and bowlers may enter those only once.
In the past seven years, the Storm National Mixed Championships featuring the Festival of Bowling has awarded nearly $960,000 in prizes, with $30,000 in scholarship money going to youth bowlers.
